Look for the quizlet by claussendebbie and review either the flash cards (make sure to uncheck the both sides box and make sure to check themselves by clicking to flip), scatter (drag the word to the right picture or vice/versa, and if correct, it will disappear), or the test. Good review for the upcoming test.




	Objective(s): 1. Use communication skills when presenting their architecture powerpoints to the class. 

2. Understand the architectural features of each housing style by listening to their classmates presentations and by reviewing on quizlet.

3. Identify and illustrate the architectural features of various housing styles by searching their neighborhoods for good examples, and then creating a powerpoint to present to their classmates.
4. Use technology (digital/flip cameras and powerpoint) to assist themselves and their classmates in the identification of housing styles.  


	Materials: digital/flip cameras, computers, Architecture Scavenger Hunt project/rubric sheet. 


	Step-by-Step Procedures:

· Provide students with a digital or flip camera (hopefully many of them will have access to their own) and instruct them to go around their neighborhood and take pictures of various architectural styles listed on the project sheet. 
· Instuct them to create a Power Point presentation using the pictures they that they will share with their classmates.
