	Class Starter:  Read announcements. Assign each student a number, 1-8, until all students have a number. Have all the 1's get into a group, all the 2's, all the 3's, etc. until all students are in a group.


	Objective(s): 1. Demonstrate good teamwork skills.

2. Use communication skills when students are working in their groups and when they present their model to the rest of the class.

3. Understand the architectural features of each housing style and be able to identify the features of one housing style to the rest of the class.

4. Illustrate the architectural features by building a cardboard replica of a particular housing style. 


	Materials: cardboard cereal boxes,
scissors, glue, markers, pencils, pens, tape, construction paper.



	Step-by-Step Procedures:

· Assign each student a number, 1-8, until all students have a number. Have all the 1's get into a group, all the 2's, all the 3's, etc. until all students are in a group.
· Assign each group a housing style. Provide each group with the necessary tools (see materials) to make a cardboard replica of their particular housing style. Allow 30 minutes for construction of each house.
· Upon completion, each group needs to present their completed housing style and explain the housing style's distinguishable or unique features.
· Upon completion of all groups' presentations, all houses should be displayed until test day.

	Guided/Independent Practice:      

	Assessment: Formative assessment - ask questions, encourage questions from students during presentations, give participation grade.
     



	Differentiation Ideas:  Teacher can be selective with the difficulty of housing style given to groups with students that may have difficulties. 

	Adaptations & Extension Ideas:  Students may have other ideas of how to construct their model other than a cardboard box, however, the materials must be available in the classroom or preschool room (ie.- Legos, playdoh, etc.) Also, may want to do a bulleted list to display with the finished product that lists the identifiable features of their particular housing style. If the majority of students need more time than 30 minutes to complete their house, we might do the presentations on the next day.
