Course requirements: Each student is responsible for the following supplies.

· Aprons are provided and must be worn for all food labs. Hair ties are required if your hair is shoulder length or longer. Closed toed shoes are required for all lab work.
· Assignments and projects: Assignments must be completed prior to class and submitted when requested with your full name and class period. **See note for make up work expectations. Items submitted after the due date will not receive credit unless prior arrangements are secured before the due date. 

Attendance: 

· The attendance and tardy policy of Waukee High School will be followed. Excessive absences and tardies will result in a parent/teacher/student conference and possibly an office referral.

· Make-up work is located in class file box labeled “Make-Up Work”. It is the student’s responsibility to check and collect the daily lesson plan and attached work. Written make-up work must be completed within one day for each absence, unless prior arrangements are secured with instructor. Credit will not be given for absences qualified as  ‘unexcused’. Work not completed within the allowed time period will receive ½ credit. Work not submitted within two weeks of the absence will not receive credit. The final project due date will not change once it is agreed upon by the instructor and class. All missed work must be completed, including labs at the student’s expense.

Classroom expectations: We are all in this together! Your instructor’s responsibility is to provide a climate where all students feel safe and encouraged to learn. Student responsibility includes ownership of individual behavior and attitude. This means everyone in the classroom shares in the responsibility for learning. Students are expected to…

· Follow teacher instructions the first time given.
· Follow recipe directions as they are written with amounts that are given (no additions or deletions unless okayed by instructor ahead of time).  
· Bags, electronic devices, hats, and food brought in to class will be confiscated. 

Negative consequences for violating classroom expectations:

1. Verbal warning.

2. Parent/Student/Teacher phone conference.

3. Office referral.

NOTE: Fighting, threatening others, willful disobedience, insubordination, obscene language or gestures, or mistreatment of property will result in immediate office referral.
