16. _________  Typically two stories with the second-story overhanging in the front. Usually has an exterior chimney at the end.
17. _________  A radical simplification of form, a rejection of ornament, and adoption of glass, steel and concrete as preferred materials, usually flat roof, an acceptance of industrialized mass-production techniques.
18. _________ Sharply sloping gable roof that resembles the boxes used for storing salt; typically have large central chimney; steep roofline often plunges from two and ½ stories in front to a single story in the rear

19. _________ Features red roof tiles; little or no overhanging eaves; stucco siding
20. _________ House with a double pitched roof creating more headroom in the attic, resembles look of a barn

21. _________ Square house, boxy design, 2 ½ stories high, usually with 4 large windows on second floor, a center dormer, a large front porch with wide stairs
22. _________ Large picture windows; one-story house; attached garage
23. _________ “Gothic” windows with pointed arches; steep, vaulted roofs with cross gables, extravagant features may include towers and ginger breading, often multicolored
24. _________ Wide, overhanging eaves with brackets (often in pairs) and cornices, small chimneys set in irregular locations; tall, narrow windows; elaborate window designs reappear in the support columns and door frames, 2 -3 stories
25. _________ Characterized by a building that appears to “grow out of the land”; 20th centuries greatest architect; interior of homes emphasize the sense of spaciousness, strong horizontal lines, organic architecture
26. _________ Characterized by half-timbers (visible on the outside); patterned brick or stone walls; large stone chimneys; rounded doorways; popular in the 1920’s & 1930’s

27. _________ Symmetrical with paired chimneys and a decorative crown over the front door; almost always feature an orderly row of 5 windows across the second story
28. _________ 1 to 1 ½ stories; large central chimney; symmetrical appearance with door in center; dormers for space, light and ventilation, often have shutters
29. ________  Popular in the 1930’s, exposed rafters, massive columns, fine detail, low pitch gable roof, broad eaves, large porch
30.________  A style of house in which the floor levels are staggered, so that the "main" level of the house (e.g. the level that usually contains the front entry), is halfway between the upper and lower floors.
