LOFT DESIGN ACTIVITY

1. Select a Plan that you feel BEST fits your client’s needs from the choices listed on the Plans tab.  

a. Digitize your plan using Chief Architect.  Be sure all walls, windows, doors, and architectural features are included. 

b. Be sure to include the name of the building and the apartment number that you have chosen on the plan you draw.

2. Prepare a design inspiration board.  

a. Decide on an inspiration you will use for this project using information you have about your client.  Use the link on the weebly to prepare your board.

b. Be sure to include url’s of the pages you use!

3. Select ONE room in the floor plan to decorate.  You will make a decoration plan for this room.

a. Clip this room or highlight it so that you can include it in your final design board.

4. Select colors and materials that will be used throughout the space following the inspiration.  
a. Follow the directions on the Color board button to prepare a color sample.

b. Collect small sample pictures of your selections for the treatments for walls, floors, and windows (include url’s)
c. Save these items to place on your final design board.
5. Place furniture templates on your plan 

a. You may choose to set furniture for the one room or all rooms in the plan.

b. Draw traffic pattern using the CAD tools.
6. Now you are ready to choose furniture styles for your room.  
a. Using the internet, cut/copy pictures of furnishings you wish to include in your room.  If you want a certain style, but can’t find the color to fit into your scheme, note the color desired next to the picture and include url’s as well.  
b. Note costs, if possible.  In an actual scenario, you would have a budget as a part of your plan, but we are omitting that portion for our purposes in this class because of time.
