ASSIGNMENT- Redesign the color scheme of your client’s bedroom. Using www.olioboard.com
- Register at Olioboard

- You must have an E-mail to sign up

- Log into user account

You must base the color scheme on your own Source of Inspiration.

An inspiration could be an interesting image,  a favorite possession, an exotic place, a piece of furniture, a vase, a painting, a carpet design- anything that inspires you with Color .
REQUIREMENTS
· Interview your client (A fellow classmate). Ask appropriate questions that will give you information to design a color scheme that the client will like. What mood do they want in the room? Exciting, Energy charged, Happy, Serene, Calm, etc… You must design a scheme based on the information you gather. Starter interview questions are indicated on page 2. 

· You must write down the questions you asked and the client’s answers on a questionnaire.  Interview questions and answers must be typed and printed out to be turned into me. 

1. YOU MUST THINK OF 5 MORE QUESTIONS TO ASK YOUR CLIENT. USE THE 7 ON THE SHEET AND COME UP WITH 5 MORE TOTALLING 12 QUESTIONS.

· Complete typed explanation of the color scheme you choose and why describing each of your choices and their related colors. THIS MUST BE WRITTEN IN FULL SENTENCES USING PROFESSIONAL LANGUAGE TO SELL YOUR IDEA TO YOUR CLIENT. 

· Create a Olioboard .

1. Place your Source of Inspiration on your sample-board

2. Place things that go on the walls and windows. 

1. Wall coverings, multiple colors of paint chips including tints and shades, window treatment fabrics and ideas

3. 1 flooring sample, 1 floor covering,  photos of furniture pieces that show the style you going for like the sofa, tables, large accessories.

4. Be sure to include an image of a paint swatch,  fabric swatches for all window treatments, bedding and furniture selections, images of lighting and at least 3 accessories.
