1. What are the instructional objectives for this lesson?                                                   
a) To create a textile and color sample board for a guest bedroom.                               
b) To select and arrange furniture that functions as a guest bedroom.

2. Is this new learning, review learning, or diagnostic?  This is new learning since the students have seen a few examples of sample boards, but never created them.  The 10 step design process is a review of previous learning (month or so ago).  The students have not arranged furniture templates on a scale-model of the floor plan so this is also new learning which will tie to future information on drawing blueprints with paper and pencil as well as Computer Aided Design (CAD) software.

3. What teaching methods, procedures, and student activities do you plan to use?
-- Anticipatory Set- Do you ever have overnight guests for holidays?  Do you ever stay at a friend or relative’s home?  What are things that make the stay pleasant?

-- Develop an Emotional tie to the lesson- Congratulations!  Your family has won a brand new dream home from HG-TV!   You get to decorate the guest bedroom for two reasons:  visiting grandparents from out of state, and your guests and use when grandparents are not visiting.  Because this is a prize from a contest, funds to decorate are not the issue, but creating a pleasing color board of fabric and furnishing samples is the main goal.  You must create a pleasing design for yourself, your parents and your grandparents who are active, retired people from Florida.  They return to Iowa for six weeks of the year:  Dec. 4 to Jan. 4 (winter holidays) and July 2 to July 16 (Independence Day and the week of a family reunion- centered in Ames, IA.  You do like your grandparents!

-- Think-Share-Pair- What steps would be best to use in the planning process?

--Clear expectations of finished project- Rubric shared on second day.

--Role model ease, flexibility, creative passion and success- Teacher samples & daily encouragement.

-- Experiential learning- Each student will complete the project.

--Self-evaluation against a rubric- Each student will self-assess and reflect in journal

4. What techniques will be used to assess and evaluate student achievement?

Discussion and questions during presentations by teacher and after each student presents.  Self-evaluation with rubric.  Teacher evaluation of project using rubric. Journal reflection of learning that occurred.  Take samples of work to the collaborative assessment of student work in December with my faculty team.

5. Describe the typical students in this class:
Mainly upper classmen, mostly female and several students who need extra support and differentiation to succeed.  Most of the students are highly motivated to be in the class, but not always receptive to individual assignments or topics discussed in housing and interior design.  Some are very sociable and that can be a challenge because I do not assign seats unless the need arises.  Typically, a warning is all that is needed to handle any issues of disrespect or inattention to rules.

6. What activities are you implementing to support the building goals?  I strive to use a variety of teaching methods, and motivate students to succeed.  In regard to staff meetings and in-service time, I do like the collaborative examination of student work.  I have been focusing on getting peer feedback of the effective use of student journals, like we have in this class.  I want to know how to better ask reflective questions, so that I can assess learning beyond the “nice to know” and “warm-fuzzy” comments.  This is difficult. Nice in theory, difficult to grade, tabulate and summarize if an “audit” (fictitious—I hope) of learning accountability were initiated.  I want to be sure that students can move to Quadrant D in the Rigor/Relevance Framework.  They will make housing decisions in the future with a limited budget, I am sure.  Will activities like this guest bedroom sample board help?

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»Selecting Interior Elements

When selecting the interior elements for a room it is important to consider the purpose of the room.
The backgrounds, furniture, lighting, and accessories should all harmonize to make the room an appeal-
ing place to be. Remember to also consider the needs and preferences of the people who will be using the
room. Everyone does not like the same style.

Directions: Using the floor plan below, you will need to select the interior elements for a guest room. A
guest room should always be an uncluttered and welcoming place to relax. The following checklist will
guide you with your selections. Then respond to the items that follow.

/ Provide a space to place open luggage, such as a small table,
bench, or luggage rack.

Provide at least two empty drawers for clothes storage.
Provide a bed that will sleep comfortably. 3_‘
Provide a comfortable armchair or side chair so there is a seating i
choice other than the bed.

Provide a reading light in addition to general lighting. It is ideal to
place the reading light near the chair or the bed.

Provide an alarm clock or dock radio.

Provide window coverings that provide privacy and light control.
Provide wall coverings that encourage relaxation.

Provide space for the guests to make the room their own.

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Sample Board Project

Many dlients prefer to see and feel actual samples of the materials that will be used in a design.

Designers often prepare a sample board that contains samples of proposed floor, wall, ceiling, and window
coverings as well as any fabrics that will be used on furnishings. A separate sample board is created for
each room that is being designed. The size of the samples reflects the proportion of the real objects they
represent in the room. Refer to the photo on page 483 of Homes & Interiors to view a sample board.

Before You Begin

Gather all of your samples and clear a wotk space where you
can use your tools and materials.

“Guest Room” from the Selecting Interior Elements on page 29.
Also gather information about each sample, such as the manufacturer, dimensions, fiber
content, and other details that you and the client might need.

2. Title the tag board “Guest Room Sample Board.”
3. Use chalk or pencil to draw “placement areas” on the tag board to reflect the layout of your finished

sample board.

. Cut each sample to the size and shape needed for each placement area. Remember to keep the

sample sizes in proportion to their real representation within the actual guest room.

5. Adhere each sample to the tag board.
6. Place the tag board inside a protective sleeve in your portfolio binder.
7. Insert your work from Selecting Interior Elements, page 29 and the information you gathered about

each sample in another protective sleeve in your portfolio binder. You may choose to add a com-
pleted floor plan to your documentation to enhance your presentation.

After You Finish

Present your sample board and explain how it reflects your design of the Guest Room. Answer any ques-
tions that are asked about your presentation.
